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THEORETICAL ASPECTS OF BANKING SECRECY AND
CONFIDENTIALITY OF INFORMATION

Confidentiality of private information in legal relations with social
organizations is very actual theme nowadays. In relations with banks the
problem of protection of private information of clients is indissolubly connected
with banking secrecy.

When we talk about confidentiality of information, we are talking about
protecting the information from disclosure to unauthorized parties. Information
has value, especially in today’s world. Bank account statements, personal
information, credit card numbers, trade secrets, government documents.
Everyone has information they wish to keep in a secret. Protecting such
information is a very major part of information security [1].

For example, Swiss banking secrecy protects the account information of
bank clients from access by third parties. In this sense it is similar to the
professional secrecy of doctors and lawyers, being no more than the protection
of the private sphere of the citizen. The right to privacy is a fundamental
principle that is protected by all democratic countries. Banking secrecy is not
unique to Switzerland, today similar legislation on banking secrecy exists in
