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THE SCOPE OF THE MARGIN OF APPRECIATION OF STATES
IN EDUCATION AREA

The right to education belongs to the practical and effective rights category,
enjoying a special protection in the ECHR System, and is one of the areas
where the margin of appreciation doctrine has had the greatest influence and
has played a transcendental role in the direction of the Court’s judgments [1, p.
8], being the ECtHR’s main tool in finding the fair balance [2, p. 495]. The
margin of appreciation doctrine was developed in the case-law of the ECtHR,
and will soon receive a conventional status thanks to the Protocol No. 15, which
adds a new recital at the end of the preamble to the Convention, providing the
responsibility of the states to secure the rights and freedoms defined in the
Convention and its Protocols in accordance with the principle of subsidiarity
whilst enjoying a margin of appreciation, which is subject to the supervisory
jurisdiction of the ECtHR.

Under the aegis of the margin of appreciation doctrine, the Court shall
decide on the intensity of its review and do so in a predictable and well-
structured fashion [2, p. 515]. One of the most controversial cases of assessing
the margin of appreciation of the states in the area of education and religious
symbols in schools is the case of Lautsi and Others v. Italy [3 and 4].

The two sons of the applicant, aged 11 and 13 at that time, attended a State
school in Abano Terme, Italy. In spite of the fact that it was a State school, a
crucifix was displayed in each of the classrooms. Mrs Lautsi and her husband
asked whether the crucifixes ought to be removed, as this was contrary to the
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
